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SYNOPSIS

This work explores the underlying bases of economic and social development and change in Nigeria over time- asking how migrant groups within that milieu contributed to and or developed strategies to cope with the changes. In other words, this work addresses essentially the Political Economy of development and change in Nigeria within the context of prevailing interests and perspectives. To fully comprehend this phenomenon, the work highlights and evaluates the roles, relevance and significance of Indian immigration and entrepreneurship within the economy and society of Southwestern Nigeria.  It traces and examines the elements of change and continuity in the economic and social relationships between the Yoruba, the dominant ethnic group in Western Nigeria, and a small but very dynamic migrant group, Indians from the Indian sub-Continent between 1900 and 2004.  By placing the relationship in a broader historical context, the work assesses the changing priorities, complexities and styles of economic and social interactions between both groups from the colonial period to the first decade of the twenty-first century.  The study of this relationship is justified on the grounds that this work apart from being a major addition to the literature on the economic history of Nigeria is the most revealing study yet undertaken of Indian practices in the fields of commerce, industry, business, and general economic and social relations (and now political) with their host community in Nigeria.  This is done in relation to an evaluation of the long- and short-term interests of both groups


This book is divided into four parts. Part I examines the interface of Indian migrations and indigenous interests, and the development of Western Nigeria in historical perspectives. The first chapter gives a short overview of Indian immigration, its scope and significance. This is done within the framework of public perceptions and debates about their activities. Chapter Two is an analysis of the existing Western Nigerian social, economic and political factors and institutions as structures of intermediation in the modern period. Part II deals with the structural context of Indian entrepreneurship in Western Nigeria before 1950. Chapter Three turns to the nature of Indian enterprises in Western Nigeria. It is an analysis of the Indians’ desires to carve a niche for themselves within the context of European imperial and commercial dominance and control. Chapter Four is an evaluation of the ways in which the Indians sought to find accommodation and fulfilment within the dominant paradigm of the age. 

Part III pays particular attention to the coming of the developmental state from the 1950s and what this meant for Indian desires and strategies. Chapter Five is therefore an analysis of the ascendancy of the indigenous political class and the evolution of import-substitution industrialization as a strategy of development and the changes these wrought on Indian business strategies. Chapter Six discusses the complexity of creative Indian approaches to development, integration and social relevance. Part IV is an account of the contemporary Political Economy. Chapter Seven looks at the change and challenges induced by the adoption of the strategy of market liberalization and its implications for Indian corporate agenda. Chapter Eight argues that the strategies in the aftermath of economic deregulation and the need to survive drew a variety of responses from the Indians and this endangered the erstwhile communally defined approach to issues. In the process, the political and economic implications of their actions became more pronounced and this significantly affected their status. This necessitated a reconsideration of their place as veritable forces of development and as a strategic instrument to bring about economic growth. Part V is the last section of the work. Chapter Nine concludes by exploring the contemporary status of the Indians, their vicissitudes and their prospects within the context of globalization and the re-definition of development in Africa.
