b)
Teaching Experience

During my thirty  years at Rhodes, I have taught a wide range of courses at undergraduate level.  These courses have related to the topics of:  the history of theory in anthropology; contemporary theory in anthropology; globalisation;  kinship;  economic anthropology;  political anthropology;  anthropology of religion;  applied anthropology and development;  Marxist approaches in anthropology;  South African ethnography;  Indian ethnography; Amazonian ethnography;  ethnography of New Guinea; resettlement and refugees in Africa; land reform in Southern/ Eastern Africa;  and research techniques in anthropology.

At Honours (post-graduate) level, I have taught courses in:  contemporary theory in anthropology;  anthropology of religion;  South African ethnography;  anthropology and development; and refugees and resettlement.

Second-year, third-year and Honours students are required to do a research project, usually involving original fieldwork.  I have supervised a large number of such research projects and I have been or currently am supervisor of some eight  M.A. students and eight Ph.D. students.

In 1984 and 1986, I gave a series of ten lectures on "Culture and Translation" to students in the (then) Translation Department.  I have presented a series of seminars and lectures on South African Ethnography to students in the Pastoral Theology Department several times during the 1980s, and during the 1990s gave several lectures a year to the Introduction to the Study of Religion course in Religion & Theology.  In 1999, I gave two seminars to the Rural Sociology Masters students on resettlement and land reform, as well as a series of lectures to Classical Civilisation students on Mythology, on an annual basis, from 1999 to 2002. In 2002 and 2003, l gave a series of four lectures to Environmental Science students.

In 1983, I spent a week at the Rand Afrikaans University, giving lectures and seminars (in Afrikaans) to Anthropology students at undergraduate and postgraduate level, and I also spent a week at the University of Natal, giving lectures and seminars to students in Economics and Anthropology.  In 1985, I spent two weeks at Stellenbosch University, giving lectures (in Afrikaans) to undergraduate students in Anthropology.  In 1987, I spent a week teaching at the Rand Afrikaans University (in Afrikaans) and accompanied their staff and students on a field trip to Gazankulu, I also gave lectures there for a week in 2001. In 2003, l gave a series of lectures and seminars to M.Phil students in Anthropology at the University of Stellenbosch.

I have served as external examiner for one MA and one PhD from the University of the Witwatersrand, two M.A. theses and one Ph.D. from the University of Cape Town, for one M.A. thesis from the University of Port Elizabeth, for two PhD theses and one MA thesis from the University of Nairobi, and as internal examiner for four M.A. theses from Rhodes University.  I served as external examiner for the Sociology/Anthropology Department of the University of Zimbabwe, for 1997-1999/2000 and for the Institute of African Studies, University of Nairobi in 1999.

c) Research Experience

From 1978 to 1984, I spent 17 months living in the village of Chatha in the Keiskammahoek area of the (former) Ciskei homeland in South Africa, looking into the effects of the implementation of a rural agricultural betterment scheme which took effect in the mid-1960s.  (The scheme involved the villagers having to move from 10 scattered, largely kinship-based residential clusters to 2 concentrated residential areas, so that the village could be divided up into new residential, arable and grazing areas to facilitate what the administration saw as a more rational and more effective use of resources).  I looked more closely at the effects of the betterment scheme on -

a)
patterns of association and co-operation.

b)
agricultural production.

c)
decision-making and village politics.

d)
people's perceptions of betterment and development, and of wider governmental structures.

e)
patterns of association in ceremonial and ritual activities.

In addition, in 1981, I spent about six weeks in the Amatola Basin near Alice in the Ciskei, looking mainly at constraints upon agricultural production, at the organization of agricultural activity, and at the community's perception of its own needs.  This community has been differently affected by the implementation of the same type of agricultural scheme from the village in the Keiskammahoek area mentioned above.

In 1984, I spent 6 months on sabbatical leave at the University of Oxford (U.K.).

From April to June 1990, I spent some three months doing library research in the USA on matters relating to resettlement arising out of villagisation schemes in Africa, and to issues of land reform and rural development.  I spent time at the World Resources Institute in Washington, the Land Tenure Center at the University of Wisconsin - Madison, and the University of Florida at Gainesville.

From 1986 to 1993, I was the leader of a research team that completed a major research project on social change in the Keiskammahoek area of the Ciskei.  The project assessed the social, economic and political changes that have taken place over the last 40 years.  The research team was inter-disciplinary in nature, involving the disciplines of Anthropology, Economics, Education, History and Psychology.  The findings of this project have been published in book form (see De Wet and Whisson 1997).  I have been involved in ongoing research in the Keiskammahoek area in connection with this project and from 1986 to 1993 spent some seven months working in the village of Rabula, looking at the socio-economic consequences of its freehold land tenure system, and the impact of a villagisation scheme in the village. – as well as follow up visits to Chatha.  My comparison of betterment and villagisation in the settlements of Chatha and Rabula has also been published in book form (see De Wet 1995).

From 1993 to 1996, I was the leader of an interdisciplinary research project (involving Anthropology and Geography), which sought to document and analyze changes and trends in population movement and settlement patterns in the broader Eastern Cape - Border - Ciskei region. The report was handed in in July 1996.

In 1996, I spent three months in Scandanavia, at the Centre for Development Research in Copenhagen, Denmark, and at the Nordic Africa Institute, in Uppsala, Sweden, doing research on the East African and Zimbabwean experience of land reform and rural development. I also spent two months at the Refugee Studies Programme at Oxford University, England, researching into the socio-economic aspects of resettlement.

In May 1997, I spent three weeks in Tanzania, at the invitation of the Centre for Development Research in Copenhagen, with a colleague from the CDR. This included a period in the field in the Iringa District of South-Eastern Tanzania, looking at agricultural/land tenure issues. A jointly authored paper, comparing recent developments in land tenure and agricultural issues in South Africa and Tanzania, is currently being prepared with my Danish colleague.

In the second half of 1997, I conducted some five weeks of fieldwork, monitoring developments on a recently established collectively owned and managed farm, which arose out of recent land reform initiatives in South Africa. I continued working with this community in 1998, and was assisting them in developing plans for the farm.

In 1997/98, I spent three months at the Refugee Studies Centre (RSC) at the University of Oxford, doing research and writing a research proposal for the RSC on the effects and policy implications of forced resettlement of people arising out of development projects such as dam construction. Funding was secured, and I served as co-ordinator of this project, under a consultancy contract, with the RSC, from 1998 - 2002.

In 2001, l spent 4 months in India, conducting interviews with some 70 people, (ranging from representatives of international banks, government officials, project officials, consultants, academics and activists) on issues relating to development induced resettlement and its policy implications in India.

In 2002, l spent two weeks visiting key resettlement sites in China, including the Three Gorges Dam.

In 2004 I conducted follow up  interviews and research on my 2001 research in India when I was a visiting professor in Delhi during the second half of 2004.
In 2006, I conducted six weeks fieldwork in Chatha, laying the foundations for a major follow up study of my earlier work there in the 1980s and 1990s.
d)
Consultative Experience

In 1981, I was part of a team of 3 that were asked by the University of Fort Hare to undertake a socio-economic survey of the Amatola Basin in the Ciskei (which was the reason for my above-mentioned stay in the Amatola Basin).  As a result of our report, the team was asked to make recommendations for the development of the Amatola Basin, which were fed into the Agricultural and Rural Development Research Institute of Fort Hare's development project in the Amatola Basin.

In 1983 I acted as co-supervisor of a project monitoring an aspect of the Ciskei government's new rural development strategy.  The Institute of Social and Economic Research of Rhodes University was approached by the Ciskei government to provide independent monitoring of the implementation of the strategy.  The Ciskei undertaking aimed at alleviating rural unemployment by providing local employment in activities intended to create and improve the infrastructure of communities (e.g. by construction of dams, building of facilities, improvement of roads).  My task was to supervise the monitoring officer, and to advise him with regard to research priorities and the writing up of reports.  This also involved accompanying him on a field trip.

In 1983 the Institute of Social and Economic Research at Rhodes acted as sociological/anthropological consultant to a private firm, which was drawing up an overall development plan for an area of the Ciskei, covering four magisterial districts.  The plan was designed to improve agricultural production of the area, through the improvement of the inhabitants' general quality of life, i.e. through attempting to alleviate some of the socio-economic constraints on agricultural production, rather than through the introduction of high-technology inputs.  I was a member of the Institute's team which was advising on the anthropological aspects of the plan.

In 1982, 1983, 1985 and 1989 I took part in four workshops of the Human Needs, Resources and Environmental section of the Cooperative Scientific Programmes division of the Council for Scientific and Industrial Research, at Pretoria and Cape Town.  These four workshops were held to determine research priorities in the Human Needs, Resources and Environment section.

In 1983 I attended a Cooperative Scientific Programmes workshop in Grahamstown on research priorities relating to the Buffalo River Catchment Project.  I acted as an evaluator for 6 research applications submitted to the Cooperative Scientific Programmes division in 1983, 1985, 1987, 1988 and 1989, and in 1992 and 1993 evaluated a report and a research application for the Institute of Research Development of the Human Sciences Research Council.

In 1987 I took part in a Development Bank of Southern Africa workshop in Johannesburg on rural household decision making, related to the planning of Development Bank assistance programmes for black farmers.

In 1987 I prepared a memorandum on Relocation for the National Programme on Urbanisation of the Human Sciences Research Council.

In 1987 I commented on several reports for the Urban Foundation.

In 1988 and 1989 I acted as an anthropological consultant to a firm of engineers (Steffen, Robertson and Kirsten) which has been planning an irrigation scheme for a community in the Ciskei.

In 1989, together with Dr Pat McAllister of Rhodes University, I acted as a consultant to a firm of engineers, Ninham Shand, on the social implications of the implementation of a hydro-electric scheme in the Port St Johns district of the Transkei.

In 1989, I participated in a planning meeting with the Grahamstown Rural Committee, assisting them with the formulation of a development strategy for the Potsdam community, recently relocated near East London.

In 1989 and 1990 I took part in several meetings of the Land Reform Study Commission of the Centre for Development Studies - a unit based at the University of the Western Cape, (and operating throughout South Africa) geared towards training black social science researchers and to the development of policy alternatives in issues such as land reform, labour relations, and education for a post-apartheid South African society.

During 1990, I was approached by the Development Bank of Southern Africa to act as a consultant to monitor the impact of their Farmer Support Programme in the Ciskei over a three-year period.  (I turned this offer down, in large part because of possible restrictions on the publication of research material.)

During the second half of 1990, I advised the Constitutional Consultants to the Ciskei government on matters relating to local government reform.

In May 1991, I participated in a two day workshop held at Hilton, Natal.  Convened by a firm of consulting engineers (Watermeyer, Legge, Piesold and Uhlman) and the South African Department of Water Affairs, it brought together a number of social scientists to consider the social issues relating to resettlement arising out of the planned construction of a dam to augment water supply to the Richards Bay area.

In 1993, I was contracted by the World Bank to write a report on 'Resettlement as an aspect of Land Reform in South Africa'.

I was co-director of a regional Border/Ciskei team that was contracted in 1994 by the Land and Agricultural Policy Centre in Johannesburg, to do research and suggest broad guidelines for land reform in the area.  The final reports for the project were handed in in May 1995.

In May 1995, I was contracted by the Commission of Inquiry into the Provision of Rural Financial Services to write a report on rural financial provision in the Ciskei.

In March 1996, I prepared two memoranda for the Faculty of Arts at the University of Stellenbosch, and went there for a meeting with the Dean of Arts. Stellenbosch was restructuring the presentation of Anthropology, and I was asked to advise them. 

I am an evaluator for the Human Sciences Research Council, on applications for assistance to attend international conferences, and for research projects in South Africa.

In the second half of 1997, I monitored the impact of a collective-ownership land reform initiative for the Land and Agricultural Policy Centre, and the Department of Land Affairs.

From 1997 to 2001, l acted as a consultant to the Refugee Studies Centre (RSC) at Oxford University, in the United Kingdom. I was co-ordinator for the RSC for a research programme on Development-Induced Displacement (some ten million people world-wide have to move every year to make way for the construction of development infrastructure such as dams, irrigation schemes, housing projects, etc). In 1997/98, I spent 3 months at the RSC at Oxford, designing the research programme and drawing up funding applications. The funding was secured, and I  co-ordinated the programme, which analysed cases and policy implications from across the world. As part of the programme, I co-ordinated and led three workshops in Oxford in February and in July 1999 and in January 2001. This consultancy has led to my evaluating two reports on resettlement for the British Department for International Development in 1998. 

In late 1998 I was appointed by the Komati Basin Water Authority (KOBWA) as member of the Environmental Review Panel to evaluate the environmental and social impact of a proposed dam on the Komati River in Swaziland, which will involve the resettlement of people in the vicinity of the dam. I served on this panel until early 2000.

In late 1998 and in 1999, I undertook consultancy work on resettlement related issues for the World Commission on Dams, resulting in my writing two research reports for the Commission.

In 2001 l wrote a consultancy report for the agency Coastal and Environmental Services (Grahamstown) for their client, South African National Parks, on the human resettlement implications arising out of the planned expansion of the Addo Elephant National Park in the Eastern Cape, South Africa.  South African National Parks subsequently asked myself, together with a development consultant, to develop a detailed resettlement framework for the planned Addo expansion, which we completed in November 2002.

From November 2001 to February 2002, l served as the lead anthropologist in putting together a two day module on development-induced displacement and resettlement for the Summer School held by the Refugee Studies Programme (Now Centre), University of Oxford. This involved preparatory work over a period of several months and coordination with colleagues in Thailand. I taught in this module in July 2003, the first time that it was incorporated into the Summer School Programme.

Although not strictly consultancy, in the sense that l was not paid for my services, in 2002 l was elected to a panel of three members to serve on the National Research Foundation (S.A.) panel to rate researchers in the disciplines of Anthropology, Geography, Social Work and Sociology.  This panel was expanded to five members, and  includes Development studies, and my three year term of office  came to an end in November 2004.

In 2003, l was appointed to serve on the review panel of the Wenner-Gren Foundation for Anthropological Research in the USA, for a two-year term, to evaluate some forty to fifty PhD applications for funding per year.

In 2003 and 2004, I served as social consultant to a project funded by the  Water Research Commission, geared to utilizing retreated mine water for social development of squatter areas around disused mines. The project also funded an Anthropology student to do research leading to his MA degree.

In January 2007, I served as a commentator at a two day workshop for promising early career researchers from Asia and Africa, working in the filed of displacement studies , held by the Centre for Refugee Studies at The University of Oxford. This involved my having to read all the papers beforehand and provide comment on a number of them at the workshop
