	TO DATE NO COMPREHENSIVE HISTORY HAS BEEN WRITTEN OF THE ANTI-COLONIAL MOVEMENT IN DELHI, THE CAPITAL OF BRITISH INDIA. THIS PROJECT SEEKS TO FILL THIS LACUNA THROUGH A DETAILED STUDY OF THE VARIOUS ANTI-BRITISH NATIONALIST MOVEMENTS IN THE CAPITAL, INCLUDING THE ACTIVITIES OF THE INDIAN NATIONAL CONGRESS, MUSLIM LEAGUE, COMMUNISTS, HINDU NATIONALISTS, STUDENT WORKERS AND WOMENS ORGANISATIONS. I WILL INTERLINK THE RESEARCH INTERESTS OF SEVERAL DEPARTMENTS AND CENTRES AT JN UNIVERSITY IN DELHI, AS WELL AS WORKING WITH OTHER RESEARCH ORGANISATIONS AND ARCHIVES IN THE CITY. MY TEXTUAL RESEARCH WILL BE COMPLEMENTED WITH INTERVIEWS WITH “FREEDOM FIGHTERS" AND THEIR FAMILIES.

	JAWAHARLAL NEHRU UNIVERSITY IS REGULARLY RANKED AS ONE OF INDIA’S PREMIER UNIVERSITIES AND THE INSTITUTE OF ADVANCED STUDIES HAS RAPIDLY ESTABLISHED ITSELF, SINCE ITS FOUNDING IN 2008, AS AN EXCITING HUB OF TRANS-DISCIPLINARY DEBATE AND RESEARCH. MY FELLOWSHIP WILL ALLOW ME TO EXPLORE ALREADY EXISTING TRANS-DISCIPLINARY CONTACTS AND NETWORKS. I HAVE ESTABLISHED RESEARCH DIALOGUES WITH COLLEAGUES IN THE DEPARTMENTS OF HISTORY (JANAKI NAIR), LAW AND GOVERNANCE (PRATIXSHA BAXI), AND GEOGRAPHY AND GENDER STUDIES (SAWASWATI RAJU) WITH WHOM I WILL DISCUSS MY RESEARCH. I WILL ENGAGE WITH THE ACTIVITIES OF THE LASSNET (LAW AND SOCIAL SCIENCES NETWORK) WHICH ORGANISES EXCITING SEMINARS AND SYMPOSIA ADDRESSING THEMES CENTRAL TO MY WORK. I WILL ALSO WORK WILL COLLEAGUES AT DELHI UNIVERSITY (JANAKI ABRAHAM) AND THE SARAI RESEARCH CENTRE (AWADENDRA SARAN AND RAVI SUNDERAM, THE LATTER OF WHICH WITH WHOM I HAVE ONGOING PUBLISHING COLLABORATIONS). WHILE I WILL NOT HAVE ANY FORMAL TEACHING DUTIES I LOOK FORWARD TO EXPLORING HOW GEOGRAPHY IS TAUGHT IN DELHI, AND ENGAGING IN DEBATES ABOUT THE PEDAGOGY OF NATIONALISM IN THE CAPITAL CITY. I WILL ALSO MAKE THE MOST OF JNU’S HINDI LANGUAGE COURSES AS I WORK TO MOVE INTO A NEW LANGUAGE ARENA OF RESEARCH.

BEING BASED FOR SIX MONTHS IN DELHI WILL ALLOW ME TO ACCESS LOCAL AND NATIONAL ARCHIVES, MUSEUMS AND LIBRARIES CONNECTED TO THE NATIONALIST MOVEMENT, AND TO INTERVIEW FAMILIES WITH LINKS TO THE PRE-PARTITION CITY. THIS WILL FACILITATE MY WRITING OF A SPATIAL NARRATIVE OF THE ANTI-COLONIAL NATIONALIST MOVEMENT IN DELHI, THE CAPITAL OF BRITISH INDIA. THIS WILL FILL A LACUNA OF RESEARCH BETWEEN THE END OF THE NON-COOPERATION MOVEMENT (1924), WHICH HAS BEEN COVERED IN EXISTING PUBLICATIONS (SINGH 1972; SINGH 1990), AND INDEPENDENCE (1947). THE OUTCOME WILL BE A BOOK TENTATIVELY TITLED “SPACES OF ANTI-COLONIALISM: DELHI’S URBAN GOVERNMENTALITIES”, WHICH WILL COMPLEMENT MY PREVIOUS MONOGRAPH (2007). SUPPLEMENTARY JOURNAL RESEARCH PAPERS ARE PLANNED, EXPLORING THEORETICAL, METHODOLOGICAL AND EMPIRICAL ISSUES RAISED BY THE RESEARCH. I EXPECT THESE TO ADDRESS: THE CONCEPT OF DERIVATIVE DISCOURSES AND COUNTER-GOVERNMENTALITIES; THE ESPIONAGE WORK OF DELHI’S CID; THE BUILD-UP TO THE COMMUNAL VIOLENCE BETWEEN HINDUS AND MUSLIMS DURING INDEPENDENCE/PARTITION; THE EFFECT OF STATE DYARCHY (PARTIAL LOCAL SELF-RULE) ON NATIONALIST POLITICS; AND THE EXPERIENCE, AND RECOLLECTION, OF ANTI-COLONIALISM BY THE CHILDREN OF “FREEDOM FIGHTERS”. THE RESEARCH, AND RESULTING MONOGRAPH, WILL BE DIVIDED INTO TWO PARTS. THE FIRST WILL CHART THE POLITICAL AND HISTORICAL GEOGRAPHIES OF LOCAL PROTEST IN THE CITY, DETAILING DELHI’S PARTICULAR RENDITIONS OF NATIONAL ANTI-COLONIAL MOVEMENTS, AS SITUATED IN INTERNATIONALIST MOVEMENTS (KHILAFAT, GHADAR AND COMMUNIST). THE SECOND PART WILL EXPLORE DETAILED CULTURAL GEOGRAPHICAL CASE STUDIES OF ANTI-COLONIALISM. THESE WILL INCLUDE: SITES OF COUNTER-MEMORY IN THE CITY; COMMUNIST SOCIAL NETWORKS; NATIONALISM IN NEW DELHI; DOMESTIC AND CHILDHOOD EXPERIENCES OF NATIONALISM; AND THE ROUTINISATION OF HINDU/SIKH-MUSLIM VIOLENCE IN OLD DELHI’S MOHALLAS (WALLED COMMUNITIES). 

AS WITH MY PREVIOUS RESEARCH, THE SIGNIFICANCE OF THIS WORK WILL STRETCH BEYOND ITS CONTRIBUTION TO DELHI’S SPECIFIC HISTORIOGRAPHY. IT WILL CONTINUE MY PREVIOUS APPLICATION OF FOUCAULT’S GOVERNMENTALITY ANALYTICAL, REGARDING POPULATION (2005), BIOGRAPHY (2008) AND SCALE (2009), THROUGH EXAMINING THE POSSIBILITY OF COUNTER-COLONIAL GOVERNMENTALITIES. IT WILL PROVIDE A SPECIFICALLY GEOGRAPHICAL APPROACH TO ANTI-COLONIAL SOCIAL MOVEMENTS, COMPLEMENTING THE WORK OF MASSELOS (2007) AND HAZAREESINGH (2007). AND IT WILL EXTEND MY PREVIOUS ORAL HISTORY WORK ON THE DOMESTIC CONTRIBUTION OF WOMEN TO DELHI’S NATIONALIST MOVEMENT (2003) TO THE “CHILDREN’S GEOGRAPHIES” OF NATIONALISM.
