Brief Lecture Proposal – Professor Natalie Kampen:
Gender and Identity: Issues in Visual Art (in Roman Art & Culture)  
“This course explores the visual representation of gender and sexuality in the Roman world from the first century, bce, through the fourth century ce.  We look at a wide range of theoretical texts, of Roman writings, and of monuments, including painting, sculpture, coinage and architecture, in order to develop a picture of the relationship between ideas about social difference and moral and aesthetic ideals.  We will be less engaged by actual social practices than with visual and textual discourse, not least because the evidence allows us to say rather little about what particular people did and with whom. What we CAN learn is what sorts of things Roman patrons and viewers found appropriate for representation and what sorts of meanings those representations had for them. The course consists of a set of lectures by the instructor and sessions for the discussion of readings.  Theoretical material will be drawn not only from studies of the ancient Mediterranean world but from that of Asia whenever relevant. Because collections of Roman art are not available in the area, objects will be chosen from internet and library resources, and a normal seminar presentation is not expected.  Instead, the grades will be determined by participation in discussion and by regular written contributions on specific topics, some of which will require research and others of which will be direct responses either to readings or to objects.”
