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Presently on study leave, she is back at the Center for the Study of Regional Development, School of Social Sciences, JNU, for her Ph.D. Under the supervision of Prof. Saraswati Raju, she is working on the topic “Child Health and Household Gender Dynamics: A Case Study of Lucknow”. The study is an attempt at examining the health care meted-out to boys and girls under the age of five and exploring the differentials, if any; studying the gender dynamics within the household; and, analyzing the interface between these gender dynamics and the treatment of children in terms of health care. While National Family and Health Survey’s unit level data for Central Uttar Pradesh serves as the secondary database, a three-stage field-survey in Lucknow (specifically, Census Enumeration Blocks with mixed neighbourhood in select wards of the city) provides primary data for a socially informed enquiry about the specific case of Lucknow.
