Forum for Advanced Studies in Arts Languages and Theology, SALT, 2006-01-01 – 2008-12-31

During three years, Cederlöf held the position of Director (Vetenskaplig ledare) for SALT. SALT is a platform for cross- and interdisciplinary collaboration and internationalisation in the three faculties of the Humanities at Uppsala University. It was inaugurated in 2006 and all initial planning and activities were initiated by Cederlöf. 
The director’s undertaking includes executive responsibility for the activities—planning, co-ordination, administration, budget and finance—and for assigning and co-ordinating SALT’s staff. The director is expected to initiate research collaborations and generate external funds for SALT’s future activities. The focus groups of SALT are research scholars, research students and teachers in the three faculties and the 17 departments in the English Park Campus. The director reports to the board of SALT, including the three deans of the faculties and two student representatives.
Seminar for Development Studies, SDS, 1993-09-01 – 1999-12-31

SDS was initiated by senior members of the research group AKUT, Department of Government, and doctoral students whose research projects were geographically located in Asia, Africa or Latin America. It was a response to the need to strengthen supervision and create a forum for researchers and research students who shared an interest in issues of social and political development. It became an interdisciplinary forum in the humanities and social sciences that hosted guest lectures, workshops, research courses, and external supervision for PhD students. Cederlöf was the coordinator and secretary of SDS.

Forum for Development Studies, 1993-09-01 – 1999-12-31
The Forum for Development Studies was a research network for researchers and students working in Third World countries at Uppsala University, the Nordic Africa Institute and the Swedish University of Agricultural Sciences, SLU. Cederlöf was secretary and one of the coordinators of the forum. The work comprised seminar and conference administration, and the editorship of a newsletter.
International research collaboration

The Uppsala–Calcutta student and teacher exchange programme.

The exchange programme was initiated in 2004, beginning as a teacher exchange for the purpose of gaining experience of advantages and problems to be solved in order to begin student exchanges between the two universities. The first students participated in master’s courses at the partner university during the academic year 2006–07. The programme has a primary thematic focus on environmental history and gender studies. It has so far included 8 teachers and 2 students from Uppsala and an equal number of teachers and students from Calcutta. 

The programme is sanctioned by Uppsala University Faculty of Arts and Calcutta University Senate.
