RESEARCH AND RELATED ADMINISTRATION
My research investigates social and cultural influences on health, with a particular thematic focus on lay people’s understandings of the causes and treatment of health-related problems, including their responses to health care interventions of different kinds (from traditional healing to community public health initiatives). I have undertaken original work in South Asia that has been described as groundbreaking on the anthropology and history of vernacular medical traditions (A1,5; C1,2,3,5), on gender in relation to caste and kinship (A2,7,8), and on the cultural dimensions of HIV transmission and implications of and for international health interventions in sexual health (A9; B5; C4,6,13,18,20,21,24,25; I 7). I obtained funding for, headed and managed a multidisciplinary, multinational project that developed innovative methodologies for undertaking situational analyses of sexual health in India over a three-year period (B7,10,11; I 6,8). I have also elucidated socio-cultural dimensions of a range of other issues of public health importance including familial hypercholesterolaemia and CHD prevention (A3,6; B2,12; C7,9; E3; F2; I 9), the relationships between ethnicity, health and socio-economic position (A4,10; B4,13; C10,22,23; F4), and lay understandings of suicide (B14; C12,19; E2); in these areas of work I have held various roles including grant-holder and supervisor of postdoctoral research associates. A current and expanding programme of work examines the development and spread of concepts of ‘evidence’ from clinical medicine into public and international health and policy (C14,15,16, 26; D1,2; E3,4). A consistent focus in my health-related work has been to analyse the interpolation of lay and biomedical perspectives across a range of health issues, highlighting the implications of differing frameworks of knowledge and action both for understanding social structural processes and for the effectiveness of health interventions. A major achievement in my research career has been to combine multidisciplinary applied research with continuing contributions to academic social anthropology (C8), a difficult task given the differing weights placed on types of research approach and output in the social and medical sciences. I have developed strong national and international professional networks and over the next two years I aim to develop several major research collaborations building on my interests in forms of evidence and the role of anthropology in international public health.
