I am writing to ask regarding the possibility of extension of the term of my fellowship. The reason for this is that the project that I am working on has had a number of set backs (the main person supervising the project developed cancer and the project had to be transferred from Melbourne to Cardiff University - thus the start was delayed.  More recently the person leading at Cardiff has had serious personal problems causing a further delay in completion).  My fellowship was for a period of 1 year  (from February 2010 to February 2011) and I realise that this is the maximum period normally awarded.  SInce the fellowship is however non-stipendary I wondered whether it may be possible to have it extended by a further 6 months or so to allow for the completion of the project?

The fellowship has been very important in that it has given me an institutional affiliation as also space to work from, apart from some intellectual interaction with people on interesting projects.  Even if the extension were not possible, I remain grateful for the support it has provided.

This is  just a preliminary note to enquire.  I would of course submit a formal application if there was a possibility of extension.
