In progress are:
1. Have just delivered a revamped Ms. for this: In contract with Penguin Books to prepare an anthology (I will contribute about 50,000 words for this, commission authors, and select excerpts from extant works to create this anthology. This is part of a major series on World Cities, and the third to be commissioned for Indian cities. Will come out in early 2007.
2. Having prepared a major research proposal entitled “The Making of the Oriental Debauch: The Case of Wajid Ali Shah, 1846-95,” for my next writing project. I received the NEH Distinguished Scholar Grant from the American Institute of Indian Studies at the University of Chicago in 2003-2004, supplemented by a Baruch College Scholar Incentive Award and a PSC-CUNY award for research at the British Library in London. I spent 2002-2003 in India and Britain accomplishing about 50% of the research for the project. I have done further research on it and expect to do the printed primary documents available in the US in the Spring of 2007.
3. Writing a paper for an international conference on “Religion and Violence against Women” to be published subsequently in a volume edited by Daniel McGuire . Final paper due in march, 2007. 
4. “Phoolan Devi”—A proposal to collect extant oral and written lives of a Bandit Queen and write a history of these lives: biographies, mythologies, poems, films, and an allegedly dictated prison “autobiography.”
