BRIEF BIO OF PROFESSOR AMIT SHOVON RAY

Professor Amit S Ray is Professor of Economics at the Centre for International Trade and
Development, Jawaharlal Nehru University, New Delhi.

Professor Ray was educated at Presidency College, Calcutta and at the University of Oxford
from where he received his DPhil in Economics in 1988. He joined JNU in 1995 as Associate
Professor and became Professor with effect from January 2000. In between, he has been
Director, Centre for Development Studies, Trivandrum during 2013-2016 and Chair
Professor at the Indian Council for Research on International Economic Relations, New Delhi
during 2008-2010, on leave from JNU. Prior to joining JNU, he held teaching and research
positions at premier Universities and Institutions in India and abroad, including Oxford
University Institute of Economics and Statistics, International Food Policy Research Institute
(Washington DC), University of Calcutta (Kolkata), Indian Institute of Technology (Delhi).

He was elected a Fellow of the Royal Society of Public Health, London in 2007. He has been
a Member, Independent Commission of Development and Health in India since 2008. He
served as a consultant to various national and international bodies, including the Planning
Commission (Government of India), The World Bank, and UNCTAD.

Professor Ray is a development economist, and his research primarily focuses on the
Economics of Technology and R&D, Intellectual Property Rights, Economics of Health,
Pharmaceutical Industry, WTO-TRIPS, FDI and a wide range of policy issues pertaining to
India’'s development experience. He has over 75 research publications including 6 books and
short monographs plus several articles in reputed international journals and edited volumes.
He has been invited to present his research and deliver lectures in 18 countries spanning 5
continents, in addition to 72 institutions in India.
