The Committee discussed on the varlous aspects of issues regarding simplification of referral/permission for
treatment at private empanelled hospitals and resolved to propose the following as under.

Matter regarding simplification of procedure for Retired and Serving employees of INU to undertake
lreatment at private hospitals empanelled under CGHS/INU or any Central Govt. State
Govt./Autonomous/Local Bodies was discussed in detail. It was decided that above beneficiaries shall be
permitted for seeking OPD consultation from Medical Officer/Specialist at Central Govt/State
Govt./Autonomous/Local Bodles / Private Hospitals empanelled or recognized by CGHS/INU after being
referred by Medical Officer / Senior Medical Officer / Chief Medical Officer / CMO (NFSG) / CMO (SAG) /
Acting In-charge of Health Centre, INU and also can take referral from Medical Officer/Specialist/Faculty
of State Govt. / Central Govt. /Autonomous Bodies of States / Local Bodies of States. The referral may be
mentioned on the O.P.D Card / Medical Booklet, After consultation at empanelled hospitals beneficiary
shall report back to Health Centre, JNU where MO/SMO/CMO / CMO (NFSG) / CMO (SAG) / Acting In-
charge of Health Centre, INU would endorse fisted investigation/treatment and issue medicines as per
guidelines mentioned below. For unlisted Investigation/treatment procedure in case of Retired as well
as Serving Employees, CMO In-charge, Health Centre, INU shall be the permitting authority

The medicines prescribed by the Specialists to Retired Employees shall be supplied by the Health Centre
as per available generic name at the Health Centre.

In case the medicine prescribed by the Specialist is available by an alternate brand name having the
same composition, it shall be supplied by the brand name available at the Health Centre, JNU,

If. the medicine prescribed by the Specialist is not available at Health Centre, JNU either by generic
name or alternate brand name, it shall be locally purchased by the same brand name / available generic
name through Authorized Local Chemist as far 35 possible. If not available, the patient will buy it and get
the bill reimbursed from SC/ST/OBC Cell. ' '

The validity of the advice for OPD consultation / Investigation / Treatment, Procedure of Central
Government / State Government Specialist / MO/SMO/CMO/CMO (NFSG)/CMO (SAG )/Acting In-charge
in case of Retired / Serving Employees shall be treated as valid for three maonths uniess mentioned
otherwise and no other referral (permission) letter is required to undergo, the treatment / procedure at
any of the empanelled Hospitals. It Is also clarified that once 2 specific treatment procedure (listed)
advised by a Specialist of Central Government / State Government /Empanelled Hospital / Health
Centre, JNU, it is the option of Retired Beneficiary to undergo at any of the CGHS/INU empanelled
hospitals of his/her choice and it is not compulsary that Specialist/Health Centre MO, SMO, CMO, CMO

{NFSG), CMO ([SAG) or any competent person shall refer the beneficiary for rrearman particular LQ%Q :2:
CGHS/INU recognized hospitals,

3. Incase of Haemo-dialysis, the advice for treatment can be made up to six months and In such cases the
advice shall be valid for up to six months.

4. In case of Radiotherapy / Chemotherapy advised by a Government Specialist / Specialist of Empanelled
hospital, the advice shall be valid for all the cycles of Radio-therapy / Chemotherapy and Surgery till the
treatment is completed. The Specialist has to specify the specific Radio-therapy procedure, Self attested
{by beneficiary} photo-copies of the permission letter are required to be submitted.

5. In case of non-listed investigations / treatment procedures, permission from competent authority is
required to be obtained.

6. Retired beneficiaries who are not in position to take treatment or heaith facility from Health Ce ntre, JNU
€an give option to take referral from Medical Officer/Specialist/Faculty of State Govt. / Central Govt.
/Autonomous Bodies of States / Local Bodies of States and after OPD'consultat!on at Private Empanelled
Hospitals under CGHS, get the bills of investigations / medicines / treatment procedure reimbursed from
SC/ST/OBC Cell, INU. Retired Employees who wit opt to take medicines from open market on the advice
of Specialist of private empanelled hospital will not get the medicines from Health centre, INU. They
may get investization done at the Health Centre free of cost but no medicine will be provided to them
from Health Centre, JNU. The Retired Employees will have to give option for the same at the time of
joining. They can change this option from time to time as per their requlremen& The relevant changes
may be included in the form. As and when beneficiary is referred by Medical Officer/Specialist/Faculty of
State Govt. / Central Govt. /Autonomous Bodies of States / Local Bodies of States to any 0.P.D or for any
treatment procedure, the person will have option to go to Private Empanelled Hospital for further 0.p.D
/ Treatment procedure.

7. Retired beneficiaries aged 80 years and above may take follow up treatment from same specialist in
non-empanelled hospital from where he/she was earlier taking treatment as a special case in view of
advanced age and difficulty to change physician subject to the reimbursement limited to CGHS rates and
collection of medicines as per University guidelines.

8. For cashless facility, the Empanelled Private Hospitals will take approval or permission letter from
JR/DR/AR/In-charge of SC/ST/OBC Cell directly through e-mail. The Retired /5erving Employees or their
dependents will not visit JINU for this approval,

9. Allthe prevailing Rules for Medical Emergencies will be continued.

10. There is requirement of consultation rooms at the Health Ccntre'therefore Four (04) consultation rooms
with attached toilets r;ray be constructed for Doctors/Specialists. -
