In order to strengthen Union Government's commitment and resolve to develop and deepen 

cooperation with our North Eastern regions, JNU Vice-Chancellor, Prof. M. Jagadesh Kumar has 

appointed Dr. Jaikhlong Basumatary of Centre for Indo-Pacific Studies, SIS as Nodal Officer for North 

Eastern Students in the campus.
